Master Speak up

Master Speak up is the same competition as Speak up, however it is open to everyone except Current and Past National Officers, National Staff Officers, State Presidents, and past Year-End Meeting Master Speak-Up competitors who served during the year on which judging is based.  The topic for Master Speak Up for May convention is:

· How do you use what you have learned in the Jaycees in your everyday life? How have they changed your life specifically?
Interview & Resume/Portfolio

You may never know when you need to start a new chapter in your life.  Knowing where you’ve been, what you’ve accomplished, and how that is going to help you succeed in the future is important.   

You will need a portfolio that includes your Jaycee Resume and a professional representation of your Jaycee career.  

The second half of this competition will be a professional interview.  

The Jaycees offer three Interview &Portfolio competitions.  They are:

· Outstanding 1st Year Jaycee (C. William Brownfield Memorial Award) First-year Jaycees are eligible at any time during and up to their first 24 months of membership.  HOWEVER, judging is based solely upon the competitor's accomplishments during their first twelve (12) months as a Jaycee.  

· Outstanding Veteran Jaycee (John H. Armbruster Memorial Award) Any member who has been a Jaycee for more than one year is eligible.  

· Family of the Year (Andrew & Charlotte Mungenast Memorial Award) Married couples, with or w/out children, single member parents w/ children, and brother/sister living in the same household may enter this competition.
